In a rush to meet work, school,
family, or houschold responsibilities, people cut back on their sleep,
thinking it won’t be a problem, because all of these other activities
seem much more important. But research reveals that a number of
vital tasks carried out during sleep help to maintain good health and
enable people to function at their best. While you sleep, your brain
is hard at work forming the pathways necessary for learning and
creating memories and new insights. Without enough sleep, you
can’t focus and pay attention or respond quickly. A lack of sleep
may even cause mood problems. In addition, growing evidence
shows that a continuous lack of sleep increases the risk for developing

serious diseases.
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The whole of human society operates on knowing the future
weather. For example, farmers in India know when the monsoon
rains will come next year and so they know when to plant the crops.
Farmers in Indonesia know there are two monsoon rains each year,
so next year they can have two harvests. This is based on their
knowledge of the past, as the monsoons have always come at about
the same time each year in living memory.

Our ability to accurately recognize and label emotions is often
referred to as emotional granularity. In the words of Harvard
psychologist Susan David, “Learning to label emotions with a more
nuanced vocabulary can be absolutely transformative.” David explains
that if we don’t have a rich emotional vocabulary, it is difficult to
communicate our needs and to get the support that we need from
others. But those who are able to distinguish between a range of
various emotions “do much, much better at managing the ups and
downs of ordinary existence than those who see everything in black
and white.”

The common blackberry (Rubus allegheniensis) has an
amazing ability to move manganese from one layer of soil to
another using its roots. This may seem like a funny talent for a
plant to have, but it all becomes clear when you realize the
effect it has on nearby plants. Manganese can be very harmful
to plants, especially at high concentrations. Common blackberry
1s unaffected by damaging effects of this metal and has evolved
two different ways of using manganese to its advantage. First,
it redistributes manganese from deeper soil layers to shallow
soil layers using its roots as a small pipe. Second, it absorbs
manganese as it grows, concentrating the metal in its leaves.
When the leaves drop and decay, their concentrated manganese
deposits further poison the soil around the plant. For plants that
are not immune to the toxic effects of manganese, this is very
bad news. Essentially, the common blackberry eliminates
